The very nature of our biblical understand-
ing and of our view concerning the mission
of the church—prompts us to believe that
God’s people should be continually win-
ning more people to faith in Jesus Christ.
Our primary objective, and commis-
sion from our Commander-in-Chief,
Jesus Christ is found in Matthew
28:18-20 which declares, “and Jesus came
and spake unto them, saying, all power is
given unto me in heaven and in earth. Go
ye therefore, and teach all nations, baptiz-
ing them in the name of the Father, and of
the Son, and of the Holy Ghost: Teaching
them to observe all things whatsoever |
have commanded you: and lo, | am with
you always, even unto the end of the
world.”

The Meaning of Evangelism. The
Greek word euaggelizo means “to
preach, to proclaim the good tidings, to
tell the good news; the practice of spread-
ing the gospel of Jesus Christ; to communi-
cate the Gospel in love and power to the
world; Evangelism is the presenting of Je-

sus Christ, so that men will accept Him as
their personal Savior from the guilt and
power of sin, and declare Him Lord as they
seek to follow Him in their daily lives.

Being friendly, helpful, and neighborly may
be a necessary preparation for evangelism,
but it is no substitute for evangelism.
Christianity cannot be radiated; truths
about God and his Son have to be commu-
nicated. Isaiah 43:10a declares, “ye are
my witnesses, saith the LORD, and my
servant whom | have chosen.” Philip evan-
gelized. In Acts 8:35 let us know that
Philip “opened his mouth, and began at the
same scripture, and preached unto him (the
Eunuch) Jesus.” Evangelism in the Bible,
then and now is a ministry of the spoken
word. As witnesses of God, we must make
known the message of the gospel of Jesus
Christ.

The Motivation for Evangelism. Chris-
tians should be motivated to share the
Good News primarily because Jesus com-
mands us to evangelize. The heart of the

Great Commission is “Go therefore
and mabke disciples of all nations.” The
command in Acts 1:8 is “Ye shall be
witnesses unto me.” We engage in evan-
gelism not necessarily because we choose to,
or we like to, but because we have been
mandated by Jesus Christ Himself. The great
motivating factor in evangelism should be
about bringing souls into the Kingdom of
God through the gospel of Jesus Christ.

Imagine you worked hard for years to reach
your goals, so that you and your family may
have a comfortable life, no financial worries,
only to realize you neglected your health.
Health is a treasure. Of all our possessions it
is the most precious. We want to feel alive
and energetic. To accomplish this, each of us
must assume responsibility for our own well
being.

Disease often results from a violation of
health principles. God wants us to take care
of our bodies for it is the temple of the Holy
Spirit (I Cor. 6:19). The problem today is that
people do not search out the cause of their
illness. Most diseases are life style related. It is
possible to be as vital and alive at 61 as at 6.

Here are some simple health principles prov-

“And though | have the gift of prophesy, and
understand all mysteries, and all knowledge;

Paul was to the point when he talked
about the importance of having charity —
or love. Oftentimes, we believe love to be
the ooey-gooey feeling we get when we
are in a relationship, or the compassionate
emotion of a mother for a newborn baby.
But Paul made it clear as to what love is
and how important it is for the Christian
journey.

In verses 4 through 8, we learn what love
is. It is kind, longsuffering, humble, not
envious, not easily angered, thinks pure,
unselfish, respectable, bears all things,
rejoices not in sin, but in the truth, and
believes, hopes, and endures all things of
righteousness and holiness.

If we study the Word of God, we will see
that these qualities also parallel with the
fruit of the Holy Spirit in Galatians 5. God

But back to Paul. Paul wrote this message
to the church at Corinth, to help them
understand what true love is, which is
God. In understanding what love is, we can
understand who God is and model our-
selves after Him.

With the closing of another year, we as
saints of God see the signs of the times of
the end. And the household has seen a
number that have fallen away because they
have all the works, but lack one important
component — love.

As Paul stated, we can have all the “gifts”
of the Holy Spirit, and do all the wonderful
works of service to mankind and fellow
Christians, but these things will soon pass
away. Many of our good deeds and great
words will be soon carried away in the
wind and forgotten. In the midst of trying
to have the perfect Christian life, above all
of these things, we should have love.

Sunlight: Kills many germs and enhances the
immune system, soothes the nervous system,
produces vitamin D in the body, improves
sleep. Ecclesiastes 10:7 truly the light is sweet,
and a pleasant thing it is for the eyes to behold
the sun.

Temperance: Moderation in the use of that
which is good, total abstinence from that
which is harmful, and self-restraint. More is
not always better. Work, exercise, rest, eating,
and sunshine are all beneficial and necessary;

harmful. (I Corinthians 9:25, 27)

Air: Most humans can live weeks without
food, days without water, but only a few
minutes without air. Air improves the brain’s
ability to function, gives clarity to the mind,
and improves concentration, boosts learning
abilities, induces sound refreshing sleep.

Rest: Getting the right quantity and quality of
sleep. This is when the body grows, repairs
damage, and restores energy, preparing itself
for another day of activity. The body needs at
least eight hours of sleep; anything less you
will not be functioning at you best.

Trust: Proverbs 3:5, 8; Trust in the LORD
with all thine heart; and lean not unto thine
own understanding. ®lt shall be health to thy
navel, and marrow to thy bones. Worrying
about our future and our present conditions
often leads to an intemperate lifestyle which
causes stress.

Look at the first letter in bold by each health
principal.

VENSAHE
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Kentucky church upset many with vote against interracial couple

LOUISVILLE, Ky. (AP) — When Stella
Harville brought her black boyfriend to
her family's all-white church in rural Ken-
tucky, she thought nothing of it. She and
Ticha Chikuni worshipped there whenev-
er they were in town, and he even sang
before the congregation during one ser-
vice.

Then in August, a member of Gulnare
Free Will Baptist Church told Harville's
father that Chikuni couldn't sing there
anymore. And last Sunday, in a moment
that seems from another time, church
members voted 9-6 to bar mixed-race
couples from joining the congregation.

The policy has drawn a firestorm of criti-
cism in just a few days and sent church
leaders scrambling to overturn it, per-
haps as early as Sunday. The executive
secretary of the church's national organi-
zation said he has been inundated with
angry phone calls, and had an inch-high
stack of emails printed out on his desk.
"We are not a group of racist people,”
said Keith Burden of the National Associ-
ation of Free Will Baptists. "We have
been labeled that obviously because of
the actions of nine people.”

The church member and former pastor
who pushed for the vote, Melvin Thomp-
